OENOLOGY:

The wine style, Pet Nat or Petillant Naturel translates to
naturally sparkling and is achieved by bottling the wine
while it is still fermenting, finishing fermentation in bottle
and trapping the carbon dioxide as it is produced. The wine
is made in as natural a way as possible, harking back to
ancient winemaking techniques, it is unfined and unfiltered
with no added sulphites.

The grapes for this wine are organically farmed and
sourced from a vineyard on the banks of the Wairau river.
